Soon the  

Governments all around the World will not be able help you! Soon, Hospitals will be too  
 
overwhelmed to help you! Soon, the Supermarkets will have not enough food to feed you!  

Very soon, the Cities of the World will be in chaos! The number one objective of this  
 booklet is to “SAVE YOUR LIFE” (Read Ezekiel 3:18). Sounds dramatic, but  

this is all true. It is no secret that our world is experiencing a deepening crisis:  
 
politically, economically, and especially, morally. On top of that, we are witnessing    
increasing natural disasters (such as earthquakes, storms and floods), plus an uptick in    savage terrorist activities all around the World. 

 
Based on a careful study of the Bible, students of God’s Word can discover that these  
 
nightmares are not entirely random, but that God Himself is mercifully speaking to  
 
human hearts through these catastrophes. “When thy judgments are in the earth,”  
 
penned Isaiah the prophet, “the inhabitants of the world will learn  
 
righteousness” (Isaiah 26:9). Because of the world’s increasing gross wickedness,  
 
God’s is allowing Satan to exercise “judgments” on the earth.  We are informed that God’s  
 
protective Spirit will not always be with man (Genesis 6:3). Therefore God will allow  
 
Satan to exercise his destructive force upon the Earth on a larger scale than we have ever  
 
imagined. Also called the ‘Judgments of God’ great destruction is coming upon the  

Cities of the World. Fire, Flood & Earthquakes will follow one after another with War and  

Bloodshed.  

 
For years we have been hearing the same things that Gods wrath is about to fall upon  
 
mankind because of the wickedness, but this has not yet happened on a large scale and as  
 
a result “Because sentence against an evil work is not executed speedily,  
 
therefore the heart of the sons of men is fully set in them to do evil.”  
 
Ecclesiastes 8:11. But careful study of the Bible now informs us for certain that the  
 
judgments of God are about to fall because of the following;  The push of the LGBT  
 
movement around the World. Increase violence in all Cities around the World.  
 
Terrorism. An increase of Pornography. The increase of wealth at the expense of the  

poor.  Corrupt Governments & Judicial services. The endless cycle of atheism. Unruly   
 
Children & People filled with demons taking the lives of innocent women and children.  

These are but a few of the increase of wickedness which are plaguing the Cities of the  

World and God will no longer prolong this wickedness. The Cities of the Earth are now  

fully ripe for God to step back and allow the destroyer to do his work. You can read more  

about this in Romans 1:16-32.  

 

 

 

This is a serious public warning. However, the 

following information is not intended to scare you… 
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It goes without question that God is kind, compassionate and merciful, but also holy and  

just (see Exodus 34:5-7). As it was in the time of Noah (see Genesis 6-9), ancient  

Sodom (see Genesis 19), and ancient Egypt (see Exodus 7-12), even so today are  

God’s judgments going to fall as merciful wake-up call to sinners sleeping in sin, before  

its too late. The Holy Bible informs us that our loving Creator who formed us “in His own  

image” (Genesis 1:27), is deeply concerned about our safety, too. To protect us from the  

fatal consequences of bad choices, He has mercifully given us a “guard rail” for our  

protection. That guard rail is the Ten Commandments. To ancient Israelites gathered at  

the foot of Mount Sinai to receive this law, Moses wrote: 
 

“And ye came near and stood under the mountain; and the mountain  
 

burned with fire unto the midst of heaven, with darkness,  
 

clouds, and thick darkness. And the LORD spake unto you out of the  
 

midst of the fire: ye heard the voice of the words, but saw no  

similitude; only ye heard a voice. And he declared unto you his covenant,  

which he commanded you to perform, even ten commandments; and he 
wrote them upon two tables of stone.”  -  

Deuteronomy 4:11-13 

 
 
To illustrate how the Ten Commandments are designed to protect us from harm,  
 
consider human laws. Are they not written for our protection too? Traffic laws, child  
 
pornography laws, laws against stealing, or murder, are all meant to protect life and  
 
property. It’s the same with the Ten Commandments. God Almighty proclaimed them  
 
amidst thunder, earthquake, and fiery flame from the summit of Mount Sinai, not only to  
 
impress us with their holy sacredness, but to prevent us from destroying ourselves by  
 
breaking them. “That it may go well with thee and with Thy children”  
 
(Deuteronomy 12:28)—this is the reason He gave us His law. Our Creator loves us,  
 
and wants what’s best for us.  
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If you are a bit fuzzy about what the Ten Commandments teach, here they are as  

 
recorded in Exodus 20:1-17. Read each commandment carefully. 

 
 

 
 

Thou shalt have no other Gods before me 
 
 

Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven images 
 

 
Thou shalt not take the name of the Lord thy God in vain 

 
 

Remember the Sabbath day, to keep it Holy 

 
Honour thy Father and  thy Mother 

 
 

Thou shalt not kill 
 

 
Thou shalt not comimit adultery 

 
 

Thou shalt not steal 
 

 
Thou shalt not bear false witness against thy Neighbour 

 
 

Thou shalt not covet 
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This “law is the truth” (Psalm 119:142), because its eternal Author is “the God of  

truth” (Isaiah 65:16). “The commandment holy, and just, and good”  

(Romans 7:12) because God is holy, just and good. Because “God is love” (1 John  

4:8), His law is a transcript of His character of love. This being so, to willingly violate the  

supreme law of our Creator is to purposefully oppose God Himself. In a nutshell, it  

means revolt and rebellion against the government of the Supreme Ruler of the Universe.  

The Bible calls such wicked opposition “sin.”  

 
“Sin is the transgression of the law” - 1 John 3:4 

 
“By the law is the knowledge of sin” (Romans 3:20), wrote Paul. Because “all  
 
have sinned” (Romans 3:23), this makes us all sinners, subject to divine judgment.  
 
“The Lord is merciful and gracious, slow to anger, and plenteous in mercy”  
 
(Psalm 103:8). Aren’t you glad? If He wasn’t, we’d all be dead. But here’s the catch.  
 
Mercy isn’t the only attribute of God’s character. He is also “a God of judgment”  
 
(Isaiah 30:18) who “executes judgment” (Psalm 146:7) when the time is right. 

 
Bible history contains numerous instances when, after countless offers of mercy were  
 
stubbornly rejected by reckless, wayward sinners, that divine justice finally struck with  
 
holy vengeance. In the days of Noah, “God saw that the wickedness of man was  
 
great in the earth…” (Genesis 6:5). Because human sin had become so horrific, God  
 
finally declared, “I will destroy man whom I have created from the face of the  
 
earth”  (verse 7). 
 

Yet true to merciful nature, God first told Noah to build a massive boat to become a  

refuge in the coming storm. For 120 years Noah preached and urged sinners to repent.  

When that 120-year period finally closed, only eight people responded to God’s gracious  

offer of mercy by entering the boat. Then torrents of rain fell, and a mighty flood  

destroyed the world. “And all flesh died that moved upon the earth… 
 

“and Noah only remained alive, and they that were with him in  
 

the ark.” Genesis 7:21-23 
 
 
Notice also that in Noah’s day, God didn’t destroy a wicked world with His own hand  
 
directly. Instead, He used mighty agencies of nature—rain and flooding—to implement  
 
His just wrath. Something similar happened to the ancient city of Sodom. “But the men  
 
of Sodom were wicked and sinners before the Lord exceedingly” (Genesis  
 
13:13). So wicked in fact, that divine justice finally struck there too. But this time,  

instead of rain, burning fire descended in the  “Iniquity of the city” (Genesis  

19:15). “The Lord rained upon Sodom and upon Gomorrah brimstone and  

fire from the LORD out of heaven; And he overthrew those cities, and all the  

plain, and all the inhabitants of the cities, and that which grew upon the  
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ground.” (verses 24,25). Archaeologists have uncovered the ruins of those cities— 

covered with layers of ash—just near the the Dead Sea. You can find out more about this

So when the time is right God will permit Satan to destroy all the wicked  
  
Cities on this Earth (Isaiah 14:12-17). God also permits the Destroyer to use  
  
tornados and hurricane-like forces to punish sin, as it is written: “The Lord hath His  
  
way in the whirlwind and  in the storm…” (Nahum 1:3).  

 
Yes, God oversees the mighty forces of nature, including floods, fires, earthquakes,  
 
storms and hail. As difficult as this may sound, in the midst of every deadly natural  
 
disaster, God’s pleading voice may yet be heard warning sinners to turn from sin. Be  
 
assured of this: human wickedness won’t continue forever. An apocalyptic line will soon  
 
be crossed. “I will punish the world for their evil” (Isaiah 13:11), reports God  
 
Almighty. Again, yes, He is exceedingly merciful; but He is also righteous and just, and  
 
holy. His plan is to utterly eradicate all sin, rebellion, and wickedness from His universe.  
 
The living God declares, 

 
“I will utterly consume everything from the face of the land,  
 
says the Lord. I will consume man and beast; I will consume the  
 
birds of the heavens, the fish of the sea, and the stumbling blocks  
 
along with the wicked. I will cut off man from the face of the  
 
land, says the Lord.” —Zephaniah 1:3 

 
Some scientists now consider “climate change” and “global warming” to be the cause of  

increasing calamities. Others dismiss such so-called “science” as politically motivated,  

but the real truth is that God’s Spirit is being withdrawn from the Earth. 
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Regardless, devastating convulsions of nature are occurring on all sides with terrifying  

frequency and loss of life. Simply scan today’s headlines. Check the Internet. Watch the  

News. Now don’t miss this point. The Bible reveals that the real reason the awful  

tornados, flooding, fires, and storms is that God is starting to send more judgments upon  

human rebellion against His Law. Notice carefully the Lord’s words to ancient Israel: 
 

“Hear, O earth: behold, I will bring evil upon this people, even  

the fruit of their thoughts, because they have not hearkened  

unto my words, nor to my law, but rejected it.” Jeremiah 6:19 
 

Thus “calamity” follows the rejection of God’s law. The prophet Hosea also listed specific  

violations of the Ten Commandments as the underlying reason for divine judgments, the  

Lord brings a charge against the inhabitants of the land:  

 

“There is no truth nor mercy nor knowledge of God in the land.  

By swearing (breaking the 3rd commandment) and lying (the  

9th commandment), killing (the 6th) and stealing (the 8th) and  

committing adultery (the 7th), they break out, and  blood  

toucheth blood.” — Hosea 4:1,2  

 

Can’t you see this happening today? Swearing, lying, killing, stealing, and sexual  

immorality are as common as houseflies. God’s prophet then describes the terrible  

consequences of reckless commandment-breaking:  

 

“Therefore shall the land mourn; and everyone that dwelleth  

therein shall Languish, with the beasts of the field, and with the  

fowls of heaven; yea the fishes of the sea also shall be taken  

away… My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge…  

Because thou hast rejected knowledge…thou hast forgotten the  

law of thy God… And I will punish them for their ways, and  

reward them their doings.” Hosea 4: 3,6,9 

 

It is “for lack of knowledge” that humanity suffers today. “Because you have forgotten the  

law of your God”—here is the root issue. God warns, “So I will punish them for their 

ways.” Just like in the days of Noah and Sodom, even so is God punishing human  

wickedness today through the agency of rain, fire, earthquakes, and storms. 
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Now mark these words: much larger judgments are pending, far beyond  

what we can possibly imagine! Los Angeles, San Francisco, New York, Paris  

(France), Rome (Italy), Moscow (Russia), London (England), Mexico City (Mexico),  

Kingston (Jamaica) and countless other sprawling cities will soon reap terrible  

devastation for their great wickedness—just like in Bible days. God still keeps accurate  

records of every violation of His law. “Every transgression,” wrote Paul, will  

“receive a just reward” (Hebrews 2:2). Thus says the Lord of hosts:  

 
“Thus saith the LORD of hosts, Behold, evil shall go forth from  
 
nation to nation, and a great whirlwind shall be raised up from  
 
the coasts of the earth. And the slain of the LORD shall be at that  
 
day from one end of the earth even unto the other end of the  
 
earth: they shall not be lamented, neither gathered, nor buried;  

they shall be dung upon the ground.” Jeremiah 25:32-33 

 

Planet Earth is slated for total depopulation (at least for a time). But it’s not all bad news.  

Not at all! Yes, God will eliminate all rebellion and evil, but He has a loving and eternal  

purpose in mind. He’s going to start all over again and He wants His universe free from  

sin. All who surrender their hearts to Him can enjoy eternal bliss. Take a look at the  

following verse: 

 

“But the day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night; in the 

which the heavens shall pass away with a great noise, and the  

elements shall melt with fervent heat, the earth also and the  

works that are therein shall be burned up. Seeing then that all  

these things shall be dissolved, what manner of persons ought  

ye to be in all holy conversation and godliness, Looking for and  

hasting unto the coming of the day of God, wherein the heavens  

being on fire shall be dissolved, and the elements shall melt with  

fervent heat? Nevertheless we, according to his promise, look for  

new heavens and a new earth, wherein dwelleth righteousness.”  

2nd Peter 3:10-13 

 

The biggest question is: how can we sinners who have violated the Ten Commandments  

be forgiven and find a place in God’s “new earth”? There’s only one answer. Through a  

merciful Saviour, who took our punishment on the cross. God does say in His Word,  
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“I will punish the world for its evil.” But oh, what love! To save our souls, Jesus Himself  

came to earth and took upon Himself the exact punishment we deserve for breaking the  

Ten Commandments. In an ancient prophecy, the Bible predicted: “But he was  

wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: the  

chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are  

healed.” Isaiah 53:5. Jesus “bore” our “punishment” when He died upon the cross.  

Now we have a chance to repent (turn from our sins), be forgiven, and in His strength,  

step on the safe side of God’s guardrail as we await His soon return.

“SEEK THE LORD” 
 
 
It goes without question, that the very thing that you need to do first is to seek shelter in  

Jesus Christ. It will make no sense you abandoning the Cities to be sheltered in some safe  

house and think that you will be okay. This may work at first, but once the 7-last plagues  

start falling and you are not in Christ, then you will suffer the 7-last plagues also. There  

will be nowhere to hide or run, if you have not accepted Jesus Christ as Lord and  

Saviour! Let’s see what it says in Amos 9:2-3; 

  
“Though they dig into hell, thence shall mine hand take them;  
  though they climb up to heaven, thence will I bring them down:    And though they hide themselves in the top of Carmel, I will  
 
search and take them out thence; and though they be hid from  
 
my sight in the bottom of the sea, thence will I command the  
 
serpent, and he shall bite them.” 

 
So the question we need to ask is how do I be in Christ? How can I be under His  
 
shelter? Well the Bible always gives us the answers to any question we are seeking about  
 
God. The Bible gives us 5 important signs to know that we are ‘In Christ’. Let’s take a  
 
look at them now.  

 

The FIRST one can be found in 1st John 2:3-5: 

 
1st John 2:3-5; “And hereby we do know that we know him, if we    keep his commandments. He that saith, I know him, and keepeth    not his commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him. But    Whoso keepeth his word, in him verily is the love of God    perfected: hereby know we that we are in him.” 
 
So when we keep Gods Commandments we can know for surety that we are ‘In  
 
Christ’ or His Disciple. Can you see how important the Ten Commandments are, as well  
 
as the rest of His words? 
 
 

 

 

PREPARATION 1 
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The SECOND sign to know that we are ‘In Christ’ is given when we have  the Holy  
 
Spirit.  Let’s see this in 1st John 4:13; 

 
1st John 4:13; “Hereby know we that we dwell in him, and he in  

us, because he hath given us of his Spirit.” 
 
So what is the Holy Spirit job?  Let’s turn to  John 16. We see that the Holy Spirit role is  
 
to 1] Guide us into all truth(v.13), 2] Convict us of Sin (v.8), 3] Help us with  
 
Righteousness (v.8) and lastly, 4] Prepare us for the Judgment (v.8). 
 

 
The THIRD sign to know that we are ‘In Christ’ and have found a shelter in Him, is  

given  when we confess “Jesus” only. Let’s see this in 1st John 4:15;  
 

1st John 4:15; “Whosoever shall confess that Jesus is the Son of  
 

God, God dwelleth in him, and he in God.” 
 
 
If we have found a shelter in Christ, then all our ambitions and affections will be centred  
 
on Christ. Not Allah, Not Buddha or any other false gods. 

 
 
The FOURTH sign to know that we are ‘In Christ’ can be found when we have the  

Love of God in our hearts. This can be found in the following Bible verse 1st John 4:16; 

 
 1st John 4:16 “And we have known and believed the love that God  

 
hath to us. God is love; and he that dwelleth in love dwelleth in  

 
God, and God in him.” 

 
When we love people how God loves us, then we can know for certainty that we  
 
have found a shelter in Christ. 
 
 
 
 
The FIFTH and final sign to know that you have found a shelter in Christ can be  
 
found in 1st John 3:6; 
 
 
 1st John 3:6; “Whosoever abideth in him sinneth not: whosoever  

 
sinneth hath not seen him, neither known him.” 

 
 

The truth of the matter is, is that once you become a Christian, you will be striving not to  
 
sin wilfully. This means walking a straight and narrow path, which few people are willing  
 
to do or care to understand. God is looking for a group of people who would rather die  
 
than sin! Who  follow Him and love Him, because they understand and appreciate what  
 
He did for them personally by dying on the cross for their sins. It’s as simple as that. 
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“SEEK A COUNTRY HOME” 
 

  
It is clear that we are living in the Bible end times now. The Judgments of God are about  

to fall onto the cities and there is going to be complete chaos in the cities! The way of life  

in the larger cities is contrary to God. People have no time for Jesus anymore, they are  

too busy living the city life of work, play and shopping. Even professing Christians have  

little time for God because they have filled their lives with so much stuff, that Christ is  

pushed aside amid the hustle and bustle of life. Add to that the pollution of the cities  

from factories and vehicles, and you have a very good reason to escape to the  

countryside. There is also so much temptation around us these days within the cities, that  

many are falling pray to satan's devices.  

 
There is a pattern in the Bible that we should look at concerning this issue of  
 
fleeing to the countryside. 

 - Where did God lead the Israelites to from Egypt? The wilderness. 

 - What did God do with Lot and his family? He called them out of the city                                                      
of Sodom.  

 - Where did John the Baptist spend most of his days? In the wilderness. 

 - What did Jesus tell the people in Matthew 24 to do? Flee from 
Jerusalem into the mountains. 

 - What does Revelation 12 say the Church did between 538 - 1798 during 
the Roman Catholic Church persecutions? Fled into the wilderness. 

 
So we certainly see a pattern of God's people being led into the wilderness or countryside  
 
in the Bible. After all, this is the natural place for God's people to be, and the place that  
 
He intended His people to be, as we can see from Adam and Eve living in the Garden of  
 
Eden. Remember, the countryside  is God's creation. But the cities are the creation of  
 
sinful man. Make no mistake about it. We will be completely dependent upon God’s  
 
protection as the final cataclysmic events unfold. But, not while disobeying the clear  
 
instructions from the lips of Jesus Himself. How we fare in the coming days will have  
 
everything to do whether or not we trust God and firmly follow His instructions. Where  
 
possible, it is now time to secure a piece of land in the Country. 

 

 

 

 

PREPARATION 2 
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“STAY HEALTHY” 
 

 
We hope the following message will be very helpful to you. It is not intended to condemn 

anyone, but the truth must be told. This is the final preparation which we need to

The health message is a pretty simple, clear message that we are giving to the  

world.

The  

Hospitals & emergency services  will be overwhelmed and many people will perish. How  

are you going to cope at this time if you are now dependent on drugs and when drugs will  

be hard to come by? Eventually as a result of the chaos the ‘Mark of the Beast’ will be  

called for. Anyone who is deceived into following the beast and taking it's mark will  

receive the wrath of God and be lost. Now what kind of person will be more able to  

perform diligent personal study and devotion to God and detect the deception? A healthy  

person who has a clear healthy mind? Or a sickly, diseased person who's mind is clouded,  

and relies on drugs? Obviously it will be the clear healthy mind!  So what else suppresses  

and clouds our minds? Alcohol, Pharmaceutical Drugs, Tobacco, Marijuana, Certain  

Food Additives, Coffee, Refined Sugar & Carbohydrates, Lack of sleep, Poor Diet, Lack of  

Exercise and so on.
